1. Welcome.
Ernie opened the meeting, checked if anyone had the agenda and the minutes, thanked everyone for attending.  He went onto welcome new members.  
2. Minutes of last meeting. 
(Feedback – Comments Confirm Receipt and Accuracy)
No meeting in July due to power cut. Ernie suggested that if this happens again TEAMS could be used instead.  June’s minutes were accepted 
3. Actions from previous meeting in June.

4. Outstanding Actions. – All –(Updates)

5. Practice matters – 
DB announced new RSV (Respiratory Syncytial Vaccine) vaccine was being launched designed to help with respiratory disease for people 70-79.  These people will be called to clinic. Pregnant ladies will also be invited to take this.  October will see the flu vaccine being rolled out – clinics will be put out soon via text message.  Next six – eight weeks COVID vaccine will be coming to the surgery.
PCN (Primary Care Network) accepted as part of a pilot 1st September 2024 – 2027 looking at practices being able to participate in the redesign of General Practice.  Also looking at same day winter hub around the area staffed with doctors and nurse practitioners when surgeries are full. GP actions are now in place – staff have agreed to follow the BMA (British Medical Association).  There should be a safe limit of 25 ‘contacts’ a day – our GP’s are currently seeing 40.   ET raised this as coincidental that the ICB (Integrated Care Board) are conducting Patient Surveys about how the GP Practices should operate in the future as improvements per the article in the Contributor number 69 that had been set to the PPG.
Contractors have now started on the new site putting up the fencing – seeking approval for plans to be shared.  A picture of what the new building has been placed on Facebook.  It is a 9month project providing it all goes to plan finishing the 21st March.  Will not move into the end of April due to the end of the financial year.    Certain pieces of equipment will be moving across – new desks etc will be purchased.  ET enquired if there were any penalty clauses, DB said there would be.  
6. Staff changes. -

DB suggested another raffle as this worked well last time.
