· New, appropriate laminate flooring will replace the existing floor coverings in the consultation rooms, waiting room and corridors.

6. Area Matters:  (JH)
· JH will attend the District meeting (October 3rd 2019) and report back at the next AB PPG meeting. Important items will be reported more quickly and all documentation will be circulated as usual. Latest news:-                                       JH
· Virgin Care Update: Virgin Care has now withdrawn from Acute Services (from June 2019) and Community and Voluntary Services (from December 2019). The former has been taken in-house; the latter is out to tender and should be awarded by December 2019. (Note: Virgin could rebid)
· Staffordshire CCG’s Consultation. NHS England wishes to see more joint working practices across the five Staffs CCGs.  All GP groups must agree and if all do so then the CCG’s will make the final decision. If one group disagrees then the proposal goes no further. The intention is that the work of the new divisions will be split 80% local / 20% Staffordshire–wide.
· Centralised, hyper-acute stroke service - Proposal is that the first 72 hours of hyper-acute stroke care will take place at the Royal Derby Hospital regardless of where you live within East Staffs. The ambulance service will take suspected stroke patients direct to the Derby stroke unit, bypassing A&E.  If the CCG and Health Scrutiny Committee all agree, the new service will commence in Spring 2020.  Up to this point, paramedics will continue to make the decision.
· George Bryan Centre re-opening – The centre, which provides assessment and care & treatment services for adults with a mental illness is now available after it had to close following a serious fire in February 2019.  Consultations about services are about to start for people in Tamworth, Lichfield and Burton 
· All PPGs submit a report prior to every District meeting. The AB PPG report, based on these minutes, will be submitted for addition to the minutes of the District meeting. 7. Practice Items: (LHt)   
· LHt confirmed that the relevant Practice Items had been covered in previous sections. However, in response to a question from TS about Brexit preparations, LHt replied that NHS England had not offered any warning about medicine shortages, except to say that there should not be any need to over-order or stockpile.  We shall see.
8. AB PPG Plans and Communications. 
· JH agreed to refresh the notices asking for volunteers to join the AB PPG. There has been some interest, especially to the Facebook post, but we could possibly benefit from a couple of new members.
·  Our first guest speaker was a success and the PPG would like to see more. Ian Leech gave contact details for Michelle Vodden (Uttoxeter Cares).  A talk about the Social Care system – what is available, and how it can be accessed -  particularly for the elderly, is top of our list.  A number of potential avenues to obtain advice were suggested  (e.g. Uttoxeter Cares, Parkinson’s Society, Macmillan Cancer Support, Dementia UK etc).  Members of the PPG were asked to give some thought to how we might find a useful contact.  This is a problem which everyone could encounter and, as such, it could form the focus for a public meeting at the surgery (advertised on Facebook, of course).
