News re Springfield Surgery by Dr Aldabbagh Development Plan requested by CCG looking at appointments system, hours of opening, referrals, admissions to hospital i.e.  What reason?  Increased staff to provide more appointments, new GP Dr Walton. Patient list almost doubled from 2,600 to 4,800, since Dr Aldabbagh and Dr Deering started. New nurse being interviewed in 8 weeks to visit housebound patients to prevent hospital admissions and visit Shepley  House care home. Also a care co-ordinator will be appointed to call people who have been in hospital or casualty to provide support, possible care package. New admin person – Carol - appointed secretarial and reception duties and to check people come in for their review. 
OPENING HOURS CHANGED NOW 8AM TILL 6.30PM MONDAY TO FRIDAY.
Possibility of Well Pharmacy moving in but the car park would be lost with the extra building. Need extra space in the waiting room, possibility of changing it to open plan and the reception just being a desk making more room. At some point may have to put a limit on patient numbers but financially penalised if list is closed. Comment made that the surgery always had a very high standard of service.
Future: - 8 to 8, 7days a week being pushed, Stockport not likely to be able to provide this. Proposal practices join services together with people maybe going to another practice rather than merging surgeries into large health centres. Mastercall might manage this? The Doctors co-operative to move to front end of casualty.
There were many positive comments about the practice
