The role of the GP in a Housing Application


West Lothian Council have a medical assessment process that no longer requires applicants to ask their GP either for information or to sign application forms.


An Occupational Therapist now works with the Allocations Team assessing medical applications with authorisation to contact the GP only if necessary to obtain information.





The role of the GP in a PIP Application


To apply for PIP you need to call the Department of Work and Pensions:

You’ll be sent a ‘How your disability affects you’ form. 


Fill in the form using the notes that come with it to help you. You can also contact Citizens Advice in Almond Bank Centre for assistance.


Return the form to DWP - the address is on the form.


To assess the level of help you need, an independent health professional will either invite you to a meeting or ask your health or social care worker for information.


If you’re invited to a meeting, you’ll be asked questions about your ability to carry out activities and how your condition affects your daily life. The meeting can be either at your home or at an assessment centre, and will take about an hour. 


You’ll get a letter that tells you whether you’ll get PIP. If you do, you’ll be told how much you’ll get and the date it will be reviewed so that you continue to get the right support.  You can appeal if you disagree with the decision or the amount you’ve been awarded.


The GP will be contacted by DWP should additional information be required for your application.  This also includes the appeal process via the legal aid system.
