[bookmark: _Hlk179377186]NHS Nottingham and Nottinghamshire Integrated Care Board (ICB) is asking all GP practices to change patients where clinically appropriate from Clenil® Metered Dose Inhaler (MDI) to Soprobec® Metered Dose Inhaler (MDI).  Soprobec® contains the SAME medicine as Clenil®. 

Your dose will not change so please continue to use your inhaler as prescribed by your GP. Please continue to use your Clenil® inhaler until it is finished; then your GP will issue you with a Soprobec® inhaler at your next repeat prescription request.

Making this switch will save up to £220k across the county which the Integrated Care Board can then reinvest into NHS services.
