2.  Sepsis presentation by Zoe Hunt DHU Clinical Educator. 
Sepsis accounts for  48,000 deaths every year in the UK, starting from what should be a treatable infection. The UK sepsis trust has more information about the topic at Home - The UK Sepsis Trust. 
There are standardised early warning systems which trigger early response to potential Sepsis: 
· NEWS2(National early warning score) for adults, 
· POPS (Paediatric Observation Priority Score) for children. 
These scores trigger immediate intravenous saline, oxygen and antibiotics. DHU’s 2 GP practices administer these using the protocol Overview | Suspected sepsis: recognition, diagnosis and early management | Guidance | NICE . Paul asked if our practice could do this.
 Hope will look at what is appropriate our surgery. Action Hope.
